Innisfail BMX Club

half way down each straight. The
club had 32 official riders with 26
turning up to ride on this club points
meeting.

None of those existing riders are still
racing.

The 1982 season opened with a

newly constructed track. The track has since gone through many changes
and seen lots of faces come and go.

We now boast a good fast open track with a good var iety of obstacles, an
electronic starting gate, canteen, lights, and a fi nish line shed, and covering

over our starting hill, lovely surroundings which p  rovide a good camping area
for our visitors. Although we only have a small ban d of good workers, we get a
lot done.

At one stage we boasted 6 adult

riders. The Spilsbury’s were our first

family of Mum, Dad and child to ride

in our club competivley; Maybe the

first in FNQ.
