New club competition

The first question we asked ourselves was how we can make 2012 an exciting racing year?  We wanted riders to really race on a Friday night and not feel they were just having a Sunday stroll.  It was a huge task to consider as we have the largest volume of club riders in Queensland and also riders of all abilities.  So the new racing year will see Rookie and Expert Classes merged together and the following class formats formed

Sprockets – 5 years and under / 6 year olds / 7 year olds

8 years / 9 years / 10 years / 11 years / 12 years / 13 years / 14 to 18 A / 14 to 18 B / 19+ and
Z Class
8 – 10 Cruiser / 11-13 Cruiser / 14 – 17 Cruiser / A Cruiser / B Cruiser

To give you a shortened version of what will happen is riders will race 3 motos and be scored by which they will then proceed to finals.  Yes just like a mini carnival!!!!!!.  Those riders who proceed to a final will then be scored accordingly to final placings for their end of year presentation.  (excluding Z class who are riding for money).  For a full detailed version of the club competition and the rules these will be available at the clubhouse, on the website and we will also have some committee members available to answer any questions on the first few race nights.

We are hoping that this format makes for an exciting Friday night racing and really believe that this will make all riders strive even harder.  To see what class you are riding in please check the notice board at the track.

Training nights

After a big year in 2011 the committee has had to make some changes to training nights to accommodate the large number of riders we have and also satisfy our requirement to ensure we are providing a safe riding environment for sprockets right through to our Pro riders.

After much consideration we have had to change the sprockets training day from Tuesday to Wednesday from 5pm to 6pm.  This session will be open to sprockets ONLY and the club will have 2 qualified coaches or 1 qualified coach and an assistant available on these nights.  We feel this will give sprocket riders a better opportunity to increase their bike skills as well as parents the opportunity to be involved in their childs training.
For all other riders the Tuesday night will remain but you will now have an extra hour from 5pm to 8pm.  The cost remains at $2 and canteen and pro shop will be open.
Plates and licenses
We have changed our software for racing and are now running under the BEM system.  It proposes to make our Friday night registration easier by having your licence scanned and all the details are displayed.  So don’t forget you have to produce your licence at the window at registration on Friday night.  Registration is still required by 6.30pm.
You must have your number plate on to be scored in your moto’s.  If no plate, than no points, and no transferring to a final.  So be sure you have your correct plate on.
2012 FNQ Championships & Queensland state championships 

If you haven’t already heard we have a double header this year with the FNQ’s in June and States in September on our home track!!!  So start training and you could be bringing home a FNQ plate or even a State plate.  If you need any information on these events please see the office.
